Storage

Professional Styling Tips:

Maintenance

As you work the iron to the ends, create a small inward arch at the
ends. This will help the hair sit in and wont case “broom”, sticky
feeling ends.

Remember: slow down to speed up. If you glide down the iron too
fast, you will have to repeat more times.

How much you compress the plates against the hair is just as
important as the heat settings you choose. For fine hair, hold the
handles farther from the plates. For curly and thick hair, hold the
handles in the middle section without touching the plates so you
add more compression.

To create perfectly straight roots, place the comb at the roots and
before the iron. Then slowly work through the base to the mid-section
of the hair strand.

To create wavy or curls, place the iron vertically and press the hair.
Turn the iron halfway towards the scalp and slide down the iron
slowly while holding the hair strand in the direction you move the iron.

Your appliance is virtually maintenance-free. No Lubrication is
required.

Keep heated parts & surfaces clean and free from hair, dust, dirt and
chemicals (such as spray).

If cleaning becomes necessary, remember to disconnect the
appliance from the power supply and allow to cool down completely
on a heat-resistant surface.

hair style, so it takes less time to achieve silky smooth hair. We
suggest testing several temperatures on different strands of hair
until you find the perfect one for your hair type.

Starting from top of the head, next to scalp, select a small section
of hair (approx. 2 inches wide and % inch deep) and clamp between
the metal plates. Maintaining some tension of hair from roots to tips.
Be careful to avoid touching your hands or scalp with the hot plates.
Repeat process all over the head, allowing hair to cool before
combing through.
